B. Required replacement will be made according to the same specifications and guarantee as the original plant material, unless the original plant material is deemed unsuitable for site
conditions. Then a native alternative will be chosen for replacement that is better suited to site conditions.
C. In case of disagreement regarding the conditions and satisfactory establishment of a rejected plant, the contractor may, if approved by the owner, allow the plant to remain through PLANT KEY
another growing season, at which time the rejected plant if found to be dead or in an unhealthy or badly impaired condition, shall be replaced.
D. Where accidental damage or vandalism of plants occurs, the applicant shall replace the damaged plant material in accordance with the original or modified planting plan. In such cases the
twelve-month replacement policy required above will be waived, and any remaining time in the guarantee period shall be binding for repeat replacements.
E. Upon completion the homeowner is to provide the township with the names and addresses of those persons/businesses who shall be assuming the responsibility for the long-term shade tree evergreen tree
maintenance of the landscape.
